Although orphaned as a young immigrant at 8 years old and widowed in her early twenties, Margaret helped found
eleven orphanages and several homes for the elderly. She saved from her meager income as a hotel laundress to buy
two cows and began to sell milk; she was then able to help found an orphanage. With her expanded dairy business and
additional bakery, she supplied free bread and milk to many charities. She gave her time to help those who were ill with
yellow fever. When she died, she was highly honored by the City of New Orleans and by many government officials.
