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Booker T. Washington displayed commitment
to a great cause that gave him joy in difficult
situations. He purposed to help
African-Americans begin their own farms and
businesses after the Civil War. He worked to
lift his people to an equal educational level by
founding the Tuskegee Institute.

Even though many people opposed him, even
his own people, and he faced poverty and
prejudice, he was able to say, "l do not recall
that | ever became discouraged over anything
that | set out to accomplish.”

The joy he had from his strong sense of
purpose helped him overcame every trial.
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
